We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER) which provides key information on the 2010-2011 educational progress for Bellevue Jr./Sr. High School.  The AER addresses the complex reporting information required by federal and state laws.  The school’s report contains information about student assessment, Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) and teacher quality. Bellevue Jr./Sr. High School has proudly made AYP status for the 2010-2011 school year.  The Jr./Sr. High School staff continues to work at improving our state assessment scores through professional development and close monitoring of student progress throughout the school year.

The Jr./Sr. High School’s Continual Improvement Plan is complete and has been turned in and accepted by the state.  Our School Improvement Team continues to revisit the plan and update it as necessary.  It is the focus of our School Improvement Team and copies are supplied to all members of the teaching staff for review as the year progresses.
Faculty of Bellevue Jr./Sr. High School conduct their instruction using the Michigan Merit Curriculum and Grade Level Content Expectations as the core curriculum.  Copies may be obtained by contacting the Main Office at the Jr./Sr. High School.  Implementation of the core curriculum is proven by the execution of frequent and common assessments of the students.  Formative and summative assessments allow teachers to better understand and critique their teaching strategies.  These “self-assessments” drive instruction within each classroom.  Questions regarding this curriculum may be directed to the individual staff member, guidance counselor or the principal.

In the 2010- 2011 school year, of the total 309 students attending Bellevue Jr./Sr. High School, approximately 100 students were represented by parents attending Parent/Teacher Conferences.
Bellevue Jr./Sr. High School offers the opportunity for students to be a part of dual enrollment with a nearby college.  We had three students take advantage in the 2010-2011 school-year.  We offer advanced placement classes in U. S. History along with Honors Biology and Chemistry.  Thirty eight students took advantage of Advanced Computer Topics in the 2010- 2011 school year.  PLATO, an on-line program, has created an avenue for students to recover credit.
